1.0 Background

The National AIDS Control Council (NACC) with support from stakeholders and partners at
the County and National levels has been implementing the Kenya AIDS Strategic Framework
2014/15-2018/19 (KASF 1) which has been the national strategic framework that has guided
the HIV response for a period of five (5) years. The term of implementation of KASF | ended
in June 2019. An Addendum was developed to extend the term of KASF | for one year to
allow for the development of KASF Il covering the period 2020/21 to 2024/25. The process
of development of KASF Il is currently being finalized.

One of the Eight (8) Strategic Directions of KASF | was Strategic Direction 5, on
Strengthening Research, Innovation and Information. In line with the strategic direction,
the Kenya HIV and AIDS Research Agenda was developed that identified priority areas of
research for implementation in order to achieve the strategic objectives of KASF I. The agenda
further outlined an operationalization plan and an action plan to support its implementation.
Implementation of the research agenda was coordinated through Kenya AIDS Research
Coordinating Mechanism (KARSCOM) which formed the Technical Working Group of
KASF | on Research. As part of implementation of KASF I, the Maisha Maarifa Research
Hub which is an interactive web-based platform that collates research information on HIV,
Sexual and Reproductive Health (SRH) and related co-morbidities was developed to enhance
evidence-based policy formulation and programming at all levels.

Development of KASF 11 was preceded by a Joint AIDS End Term Review (JAETR) of KASF
| in 2019, a process that was linked to the Biennial Maisha Research Conference of 2019
whose theme was Leveraging the HIV Response to Accelerate Impact for UHC. This process
provided recommendations for KASF Il which has been aligned to the Universal Health
Coverage (UHC) agenda of the Government among other priorities. A key Thematic Area of
the KASF Il is Strengthening Strategic Information, Research and Innovation that aims
among other things at:
I.  Increased translation of research into policy and practice.
1. Increased generation and utilization of quality data to inform KASF goals.
ii.  Strengthened and Enhanced surveillance for HIV and STI response.

There is therefore need to revise the Kenya HIV Research Agenda to align it to KASF 1l and
the UHC agenda, taking into account progress made under KASF | and emerging issues
including COVID-19. A Technical Review Team (TRT) has been established to coordinate
the review process. A consultant is therefore required to support in review and finalization of
the reviewed Research Agenda document.
