Upon termination, the Parties shall co-operate with each other to
ensure that such steps are taken as are necessary for recovery of
telecommunication equipment (if any) belonging to either party.

If tenderer fails to render any or all of the services within the
period(s) specified in the contract, the NACC shall, without
prejudice to its other remedies under the contract, deduct from
the contract price agreed liquidated damages sum equivalent to
0.5% of the offered price of the delayed services up to a maximum
deduction of 10% of the delayed services. Thereafter NACC may
consider termination of the contract.

The Parties acknowledge that during the course of this
Agreement they shall have access to financial, legal, marketing,
technical and other knowledge and information pertaining to the
Parties’ business affairs (hereinafter referred to as “Confidential
Information”).

The Confidential Information herein described shall be kept
confidential and shall not without the prior written consent of its
owner, be disclosed by the other Party, its representatives,
employees and/or agents, to any person or in any manner
whatsoever, in whole or in part and shall not be used by the
Parties or such representatives, employees and/or agents other
than in connection with this Agreement. Moreover the Parties
shall be responsible for any breach of this clause by their
representatives, employees and/or agents.

Such Confidential Information shall so remain until such
information becomes part of public domain through no fault or
breach of this Agreement.

The terms of this Agreement shall also be held confidential by the

Neither Party shall be liable for the failure to perform any of its
obligations under this Agreement as a result of the occurrence of
a Force Majeure event or situation which for the purposes of this
Agreement means any event or situation which makes it
impossible for either party to perform its obligations and includes
but is not limited to acts of God, national emergencies,
prohibitive decisions of government or local authority, war or
civil conflict.

In the event of a Force Majeure situation or event, the
performance of the obligations of this Agreement shall be
extended by the period of the Force Majeure situation or event
provided it does not exceed thirty (30) days.

If, after thirty (30) days from the commencement of such
informal negotiations both parties have been unable to resolve
amicably a contract dispute ,any such dispute or difference
between the Parties relating to the rights or obligations of the
Parties under this Agreement shall be referred to and
finally determined by arbitration in Nairobi. The Parties shall
agree on an arbitrator. If the Parties cannot agree on an arbitrator
within 21 (twenty one) days of such notice being served, either
Party may apply in writing (with a copy to the other Party) to
the Chairman for the time being of the Chartered Institute of
Arbitrators, Kenya Branch to appoint an arbitrator. Both parties
shall be given the opportunity to make representations to the
arbitrator.
