Introduction

The National AIDS Control Council will select an individual consultant among
those invited to submit proposals or those who respond to the invitation for
proposals in accordance with the method of selection detailed under this section
and consistent with the regulations.

Upon expiry or termination of this Agreement the rights of the
Parties accrued up to the date of such expiry or termination shall
remain unaffected.

Either party shall be entitled, but not obligated to terminate this
Agreement upon 14 (fourteen) days prior written notice in the
following circumstances:

In the event of a Force Majeure situation or event, the
performance of the obligations of this Agreement shall be
extended by the period of the Force Majeure situation or event
provided it does not exceed thirty (30) days.

In the event that the Force Majeure situation or event continues
for a period of thirty (30) days or more either party shall be
entitled to terminate this Agreement forthwith by written notice
to the other Party.

The NACC and tenderer shall make every effort to resolve
amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or
dispute arising between them under or in connection with the
contract.

If, after thirty (30) days from the commencement of such
informal negotiations both parties have been unable to resolve
amicably a contract dispute ,any such dispute or difference
between the Parties relating to the rights or obligations of the
Parties under this Agreement shall be referred to and
finally determined by arbitration in Nairobi. The Parties shall
agree on an arbitrator. If the Parties cannot agree on an arbitrator
within 21 (twenty one) days of such notice being served, either
Party may apply in writing (with a copy to the other Party) to
the Chairman for the time being of the Chartered Institute of
Arbitrators, Kenya Branch to appoint an arbitrator. Both parties
shall be given the opportunity to make representations to the
arbitrator.

In all cases the arbitrator shall be instructed to respond with
his/her written decision sent to both parties at the same time, as
soon as reasonably practicable and in any event, within thirty(30)
days of the referral. The arbitration shall be conducted in English
Language. No arbitrator shall be related or employed by or have
any material business relationship with either Party. This
Clause shall not preclude the making of any application to court
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for injunctive relief or for the enforcement of such award of the
