A. Background
The mission of the National AIDS Control Council (NACC) is to provide policy and a
strategic framework and leadership for mobilizing and coordinating resources for
prevention of HIV transmission and provision of care and support to the infected and
affected in Kenya.

Kenya has the 4th largest pandemic in the world with HIV prevalence of 4.5%. According
to Kenya HIV Estimates 2020, the country has 1.5 million people living with HIV. The
report also shows that young people aged 15-24 are the leading pack in new infections
accounting for half of the total new infections. The situation is largely attributed to
ignorance, lack of accurate HIV information and stigma.

In order to address the socio-economic factors fuelling new HIV infections, there’s need
for an empowered society that is able to take decisive actions against the epidemic. The
National AIDS Control Council through the Communication Division has completed a
communication campaign aimed at sensitizing and empowering communities with
information on the AIDS epidemic. These campaigns were guided by the Kenya AIDS
Strategic Framework (KASF) Communication Agenda.

To determine the success of this campaign in attaining its objectives, there is need to
undertake a process and effectiveness evaluation.

Research assistants are required to support the process of data collection at both the
household and the health facility level.
