Clarification of tenders shall be requested by the tenderer to be received by the
procuring entity not later than 7 days prior to the deadline for submission of tenders.

The procuring entity shall reply to and clarifications sought by the tenderer within 3 days of
receiving the request to enable the tenderer to make timely submission of its tender.

Preparation of proposals

CONCEPT NOTE FOR CONSULTANCY TOWARDS DEVELOPMENT OF
THE PRIVATE SECTOR FRAMEWORK IN THE DELIVERY OF HIV
SERVICES IN KENYA

GENERAL BACKGROUND

The Kenya Government has shown a willingness to partner with the private sector in healthcare service
provision. This is demonstrated in various Acts of Parliament and national policies, including the Health
Act 2017 and the Kenya Health Policy (2014-2030) (Ministry of Health, 2014), where the private sector is
recognized as a complementary provider to the public sector. The private sector dominates service
provision in major urban areas and is currently providing more than 50 per cent of outpatient services in
the country hence, Kenya could use the private sector network to expand HIV care and treatment to those
needing access.

To realize the full potential of the private sector, the collaboration between the public and the private
sector needs to be strengthened. In response, the National AIDS Control Council (NACC) and National
AIDS and STI Control Programme (NASCOP) are looking to develop a framework to guide the private
sector’s engagement in HIV prevention, care and treatment programmes. This will also act as proof of
concept for other disease areas including Sexually Transmitted Infections (STIs) and Non-Communicable
Diseases (NCDs). This framework will be developed through an inclusive process that will include the
Ministry of Health, donors, private sector organizations, professional associations, manufacturers and
distributors of HIV commodities, associations of private hospitals and laboratories, owners of private
pharmacies, other private providers, and the network of people living with HIV. The outcome of the
engagement will be increased financing for health delivery within domestic financing.

PURPOSE OF THE PRIVATE SECTOR ENGAGEMENT FRAMEWORK

The purpose of this Private Sector Framework is to provide a blueprint to guide the enhancement of private
sector involvement in the provision of HIV care and treatment services in Kenya. Sustaining ART
investments and prevention programmes in the private sector by households paying through either out of
pocket or insurance can help facilitate the upcoming transitions from heavy reliance on donors to
implementation of policies and programs that enable greater access to HIV service delivery in the private
sector in both urban and underserved areas. The framework models to be proposed will be piloted using
HIV care and treatment. However, the success of the piloting of HIV in the private sector will be used to
scale up to sexually transmitted infections and other disease areas. The NACC and NASCOP program thus
proposes to develop the 1st framework to guide the implementation of HIV service delivery among People
Living with HIV that integrates public-private for a concerted response in addressing the HIV response.

Proposed Thematic Areas for the PSEF

This framework recognizes the health gains made in Kenya but also emphasizes what remains to be done
particularly in the engagement of the Private Sector for HIV epidemic control. The PSEF highlights six key
priority themes for the coming years:

One Mechanism to enhance HIV Prevention, Care and Treatment
PSE for Health systems strengthening

Strengthened Health Workforce response

Resource Mobilization for Sustainable Financing

6. Accelerate Research, Innovation and Evidence Driven Practices

The private sector has a key role to play in both gaining efficiency and generating new resources in the
health sector, ultimately contributing to positive public health outcomes. Kenya has some unique and
significant challenges to that end, especially for the expansion of the for-profit health sector. As such,
heightened leadership and efforts need to be made by the Kenyan Government with help from all
stakeholders to effectively create an overall improved enabling environment, including a rigorous
communication, information, and knowledge agenda. A vibrant and expanded private sector will help not
only to reduce demand on the public sector but more importantly to help sustain and accelerate the gains
achieved in HIV epidemic control. Within the framework, the NACC will support the Resource
Mobilization for Sustainable Financing Theme.

METHODOLOGY FOR THE RESOURCE MOBILIZATION FOR SUSTAINABLE FINANCING

This PSEF was prepared through an iterative, consultative, and collaborative process led by NACC and
NASCOP and conducted with a range of stakeholders. In the resource mobilization for sustainable
financing theme, two methods will be used to inform the development of the PSEF:

(1) A literature review will be conducted that analyzed the existing legal and policy
landscape and how it hinders or supports the role of the private sector in Kenya. Topics of
interest included successes/challenges and lessons learned in the private sector models
being implemented in Kenya and other parts of Africa, defining the size and scope of HIV
services in the private sector in Kenya, understanding the supply of HIV commodities,
prevention and related programming, determining the willingness of the private sector to
participate in HIV care, and establishing clients’ willingness to pay.

(2) Key informant interviews will be conducted with the MOH, development partners,
manufacturers and distributors, networks of HIV clients, professional and regulatory
bodies, other disease programs, an association of insurers, private purchasing
organizations, private laboratories, and government procurement and distribution
agencies.

The methodology for this study will be quantitative and qualitative, making use of interviews and focus
group discussions, stakeholder analysis, along desk reviews and analysis. Working jointly with a team of
experts from NACC and NASCOP and county government. The expert will be expected to structure the
work around a coherent framework for PSEF that will respond to the need for public-private sector
engagement in fulfilling client-centred services for People Living with HIV/AIDS.

THE SCOPE OF THE CONSULTANCY

The consultancy is planned for 30 days including data collection. During the period of the assignment, the
consultant will work under the direct supervision and guidance of DD-PMR (NACC) and Head NASCOP
working collaboratively with a Committee of Experts and in close collaboration with National AIDS Control
Council assuming responsibility for the following objectives;
